Annual NCCJ Dinner Exceeds Fundraising Goal

Brotherhood/Sisterhood Citation Award Dinner provides 

successful kickoff for 2010 programs. 


(Greensboro – December 15, 2009) – Nearly 1,000 sponsors and donors overcame concerns about the uncertain economy, and pushed income from the primary fundraising event for National Conference for Community and Justice of the Piedmont Triad past the goal set by the organization.  


Last month’s Brotherhood/Sisterhood Citation Award Dinner raised more than $232,000 in sponsorships and donations related to the dinner, topping the fundraising goal for the event by 8 percent.  The Citation Award dinner is the largest single source of funding for NCCJ’s annual programs and operations; for 2010, revenues generated by the dinner represent almost 50 percent of the organization’s budgeted income.


“We are grateful beyond words for the generosity demonstrated by our supporters at this year’s dinner,” said Carole Bruce, co-chair of the event.  “When we achieve this level of financial support in spite of the way the economic outlook is affecting so many people, it speaks volumes about this community’s commitment to fighting racism, bigotry and bias.”


NCCJ Board Chair, Pat Cross said the hundreds of businesses, families and individuals who helped sponsor the dinner or made contributions at the event are an indication of the broad base of support for NCCJ’s mission.  “We consider this a mandate that the work for a community built on respect, acceptance and inclusion for all people is too important to put off until the financial outlook is more favorable.”

Cross says NCCJ is planning an aggressive array of programs for 2010, including a strategic partnership with Guilford County Schools to train middle and high school students across the county in cross-cultural understanding and unity.
